Cod Regional Transit Authority, and utility companies including NStar, National Grid, Verizon, and
Comcast.The animal component of the Regional Shelters is implemented by the Cape Cod Disaster Animal
Response Team and the Animal Control Officers of Harwich, Brewster, and Chatham.
