Notes of NBAC Subcommittee Meeting
February 9, 2006

Permit Building, 283 George Ryder Rd

3:30pm

In attendance were Chairman Peter Schluter, Roger Carroll, Don St. Pierre, Director of Coastal Resources Ted Keon, Officer Jim Patterson, Coastal Processes Specialist Jim O'Connell of WHOI Seagrant and Barnstable County Cooperative Extension and Conservation Agent Kristin Andres.

Jim, Ted, Jim and Kristin had been out on the beach just before the meeting.

· Can sand be scraped from the beach and used to create an artificial dune on the outside?  Jim explained that it is not an acceptable practice in Massachusetts - that it would not be permitted by the state because it lowers the beach and the change in slope can actually accelerate erosion.  Also, the National Seashore would likely disapprove of such activity.

· What about moving sand from the "middle"?  Wetlands protection regulations do not permit the changing of dune shape or form.


Jim explained that in Duxbury they brought IN sand and continues to do so.

· How about using dredged material to fortify the beach?  In concept, the re-use of dredged sand is appropriate; it can be used to create potential plover habitat and would be required to be at a 1:10 slope and unvegetated per the Natural Heritage and Endangered Species Program.  


Ted had investigated this in the past.  The Seashore said no because they were 
uncertain as to whether the Army Corps Currituck could actually place the 
material where prescribed and uncertain as to whether the sand would move to 
where it was intended.

· Sand/Snow Fencing - gets damaged with overwash; suggest to put the posts on the seaward side of the fence so if a storm knocks down the fence - it's more likely to come off of the posts, leaving the posts in place for easy reinstallation of fence.  

Factors to maximize effectiveness of snow fence:



-Techniques and methods of snow fencing installation - straight lines or 


  chevron; set the posts deep enough (2ft)


- Installation should be uniform



- Strategize placement location; should be parallel to shoreline; suggest 


  starting near camps and move seaward

· How about trucking in sand?  The first question would be whether the National Seashore would allow.
· Planting Vegetation - effective, highly recommended, especially around buildings to aid in sand entrapment and stability; live vegetation highly more effective than pallets or Christmas trees.

· Sand Drift Fencing - more substantial structure than snow fencing; slats are made of 2x3's - a 3" slat with 3" openings; can be subject to minor wave action, but function is to build dune





-Sand Drift Fence project requires regulatory review, 
including the state NHESP (endangered species / plovers) - is it worth drawing 
closer review by the state?  





-Sand drift fencing can run $45 per linear foot installed - it is 

largely Anchor Marine's design - much more expensive than snow fencing which 
will achieve the same sand entrapment
· Pallets - Consider recommending that camp owners be asked/told to remove pallets - those more than 50% exposed / consider a ban of pallets on the beach.  MBBA available through June for whatever work might be needed.  Possibility that MMBA be asked to assist with removal.
· Re-Orientation of Roads -  Recommendation from Jim is that roads or paths not be due east, but rather angle to the southeast.  (Example) Pedestrian paths should be jogged or zig-zagged - sand fencing could help achieve this.
· Snow Fence & Dune Building-  Recommendation from Jim is to put snow fence landward of the foredune and plant and then build seaward.  





        -Alignment  of rows should be anywhere from 4-

10ft apart with a 4-5ft overlap between fence lengths.  One entire long stretch is 
more likely to all go at once in a storm event - therefore install in sections and put 
the posts on the leeward side.






        -The aerial photo of the beach could be 
enlarged, proposed location of snow fencing be marked on the photo and then 
make copies for all.
