North Beach Advisory Committee - SUBCOMMITTEE
Notes from February 16, 2006 meeting

4pm - Town Annex, 261 George Ryder Rd

In attendance:  Peter Schluter, Roger Carroll, Don St. Pierre, Coastal Resource Director Ted Keon, Conservation Agent Kristin Andres

Issues and charge of the subcommittee were reviewed.  Ted provided an aerial of the beach.  

A handout may be helpful at the next meeting - (eg) to show proposed location of fencing.  There were ten affected camp owners in the north village.  It would be important to communicate with the camp owners.  Subcommittee members were confident about the contacts/owners for most all of the camps, but questioned who to contact for the Batty and Backlash camps.      

Ted mentioned he would call the new park superintendent to see how he felt about snow fencing and other issues.

Snow fencing seemed to be the preferred methodology of sand entrapment.  It was felt that the length of the beach to be fenced was about 1,500 linear feet, therefore 300ft lengths of 10 foot sections with the posts on the west side of the fence between the camps and the middle road.  Efforts should be made to build up the dunes closer to the camps and plant them - live growing vegetation is more effective than other materials.    

Clearly there is a need to get the camp owners together.

Start with fencing one area - about 400-500ft in a systematic manner together.
Propose removal of pallets from the beach.

The subcommittee would report its findings and recommendations at the regularly scheduled meeting of the NBAC - March 16th.  Following that meeting, a special meeting should be scheduled in two weeks - a forum to which the camp owners would be invited to discuss the issues and recommendations.  It was felt that it would be extremely advantageous to have Jim O'Connell on hand to answer questions.
